	01
	There is general support for more new housing to support the village infrastructure, school, retail outlets, community facilities and the improvements set out in this Plan.
	To be taken forward through the Neighbourhood Development Plan (NDP)

	02
	There should be more ‘affordable housing’ for local people to get on the housing ladder and to assist older people to ‘down size’.
	NDP to consider carrying out a Housing Needs Assessment.
The Housing Needs Survey was carried out in June 2019. The results show that there are people in the Parish who are in need of affordable accommodation. The results of the survey can be found on the DNP web site at www.longhoughtonndp.co.uk/consultations


	03
	Second homes and holiday lets should be carefully assessed in terms of their contribution to sustainability.
	NDP to consider this issue.

	04
	The design of new housing should be of a high quality and reflect the style and characteristics of the village
	Design standards to be considered as part of NDP.

	05
	The type and number of new housing should be determined through a Neighbourhood Development Plan
	Neighbourhood Development Plan approved by the Parish Council in November 2018.
A consultation on the Vision, Objectives and possible policy themes is to take place in January 2020.

	06
	The Parish should consider investing in Community–Led Housing.
	Community Led Housing will be considered in conjunction with the Neighbourhood Plan.

	
	RETAIL, BUSINESS DEVELOPMENT AND TOURISM

	07
	A longstanding need is for the village to have a public house including a family restaurant and possibly a takeaway.
	The project to purchase the NAAFI building by Longhoughton Community Ventures Ltd (LCVL) is aimed at this need.
The site has been purchased by Northumberland Estates in Spring 2019. They have stated that they intend to develop the site for the purposes supported by the community. No further details are available.

	08
	For a pub/restaurant to be viable it needs to attract tourists and visitors as well as support the community. It needs to be in a location that is convenient for local people and has good car parking.
	The project to purchase the NAFFI building and site by LCVL is aimed at this need.

	09
	Retention of the existing personal services business at the NAAFI Building is essential for the needs of the community.
	The Hair Salon has a lease to continue in the building.

	10
	Longhoughton needs a public convenience for the use of local people and visitors.
	This is part of the proposals for the NAAFI Building.

	11
	The reinstatement of a Post Office Counter is high on the wish list of residents.
	This is part of the Proposals for the NAAFI Building.

	12
	New businesses should be encouraged to contribute to sustainability. We should look to tourism as a source of new businesses. There are opportunities to service the needs of cyclists and walkers who are following the national trails.
	To be considered by the NDP Project.

	13
	There are opportunities to engage with other visitors such as caravan owners and mobile homes


	TO be part of the NDP Project.

	
	COMMUNITY FACILITIES

	14
	The Old Recreation Field.
There is support for the old Recreation Field to be continued as a Recreational Field and its use to be enhanced by allowing access from Eastfield/Eastmoor. The land is earmarked for housing so there will need to be a robust plan for it to be retained in part or whole for recreation.
	A working group to be formed to put together proposals for the old Recreation field. Project Leader – Ellie Phillips. If the plan is viable the Parish Council will need to ask Northumberland Estates for a medium term lease to secure any investment that is needed.

The Group has reported to the Parish Council and the NDP Steering Committee. Awaiting linked development before decisions can be made.

	15
	The Former Johnnie Johnston Site.
There is strong support for the creation of a village green on the former Johnnie Johnston site. The site is earmarked for housing. The site is owned by the County Council and for them to give up the site will require a robust business plan.

	Any action to develop a plan for a Village Green on the Johnnie Johnston site will be held pending the outcome of the proposals for the old Recreation field. An alternative use would be Community-Led Housing.

	16
	Longhoughton Community and Sports Centre at Westfield Park.

The Trustees of Longhoughton Community and Sports Centre Trust will consider opening up Westfield Park for informal recreation subject to the protection of the existing football pitches and facilities.
	The Trustees in principle are happy for the site to be opened up for greater public use. It will require a change to the lease from Northumberland Estates.

	17
	Educational Facilities – Longhoughton Primary School.
Keep the school’s capacity moving upwards towards being full. 

NOTE – The Headteacher of the School has confirmed that the present site of the school is suitable and adequate and will meet the needs of future pupil projections.

	No action to be taken except to keep the Headteacher informed of developments as the implementation progresses. AH seeing the Head on 18.03.19.
The NDP plan must ensure that the School capacity is well filled to ensure its continuity.

	18
	Social and Learning Facilities
(a)    The Trustees of the Longhoughton Community and Sports Centre Trust will offer a range of social and learning opportunities to the whole population.
(b)    The Beacon Community Centre will cater for the needs of RAF families and especially the needs of the 0 to 5 age group.
	To be considered and developed by the Trustees. Various facilities and opportunities have been developed during 2019
Further actions to be considered by the management of the Beacon Community Centre.

	19
	Multiple Use Games Area (MUGA)
The development of a MUGA will be carefully considered by the Parish Council and Longhoughton Community and Sports Centre Trust. Alternative ways of providing improved sporting facilities will be investigated before decisions are taken
	A MUGA has been proposed on the RAGF Estates as part of a funding bid. The outcome will be known in January 2020.

	20
	Other Sports not available in Longhoughton
Consideration will be given to providing other sports that are not currently available.
	A review will be undertaken by the Trustees of LC&SCT and a paper presented to the Parish Council.

	21
	Drop in Centre for Young People.
Drop in facility facilities for older teenagers will be considered with the RAF.  
	Proposals for the Drop-in Centre will be developed jointly between the RAF and Parish Council. Funding will be a key issue,

	22
	Youth Club Facilities

The provision of youth facilities in Longhoughton is heavily dependent on funding and organisation from the RAF. Investigate the possibility of funding from the Parish/Community to balance up the backing for the service.
	A paper will be draw up by the RAF/Parish Council and presented to the Parish Council.

	23
	Walking Football.
Walking football to be provided at the Longhoughton Community and Sports Centre.
	Walking Football has been set up by Longhoughton Rangers Football Club and takes place weekly at Longhoughton Community and Sports Centre.

	24
	Communications and Consultation
The residents of Longhougton will be kept up to date on the implementation of this Plan through the Community Newsletter and the Parish Council web site.
	The bi-monthly Community Newsletter will continue to inform residents on Parish Council matters and other items of news.

	25
	The Aim is to Involve People in the Implementation of these Changes.
We will aim to involve residents in the implementation of these changes especially where there are options to evaluate and consider.
	We have had outstanding success with this objective.
Gill Bromley volunteered to Project Manage the Green Necklace project (see 28). It quickly grew in concept and was renamed People, Places and Planting Project. In turn it split into four sub groups – Footpaths, Planting, Heritage and Pondfield. By December 2019 there were around 35 people involved in these projects. The footpaths Group will report to the Parish Council in early 2020. The Planting Group has already carried out some work and is planning further planning including significantly more trees. The Heritage Group is proposing a heritage trail focusing on the Pondfield. The Pondfield Group are drawing up proposals for the retention of the Pondfield as centre of the historic village. Once these proposals are developed they will be presented to the Parish Council and the Neighbourhood Plan Steering Group.

	Facilities Available for Older People.

The Trustees of the Longhoughton Community and Sports Centre Trust to review the activities that are available for older people and encourage residents to get involved in the organisation.
	The Trustees to consider and put forward a programme that was indicated by residents in the review.

	28
	The Green Necklace
The connectivity of the various estates in Longhoughton will be reviewed with the intention of people and children being able to move about the village in a safe manner using a series of green routes. Improved connectivity will have improved health and social outcomes.
	Volunteers are sought to form a working group to put together proposals for the Green Necklace. The output from the project will inform the Neighbourhood Development Plan.

	Access through Westfield Park

The Trustees of the Longhoughton Community and Sports Centre Trust will consider giving access through Westfield Park to connect Chancel Place with the Coop area.

The Trustees are happy for this to take place. It will require a change to the lease.

	30
	Mobile Phone Access

We will give advice to residents who say they have poor reception for mobile phones.
	This to be published in the Newsletter and on the Parish Council web site.

	31
	Broadband

We will give advice to residents who say they have poor Broadband speeds.
	This to be published in the Community Newsletter and on the Parish Council web site.

	32
	Public Transport

With the increased number of residents we will make a case for improved bus services especially during the evening period.
	The case will be taken up with the County Council.

	33
	Transport to Alnmouth Railway Station

The importance of the link to Alnmouth Railway station is noted. We will work with other local Parish Councils to improve the parking facilities there and to consider whether innovative ways of transporting people to the station can be found.
